SERBIAN DIPLOMATS
ILIJA GARASANIN

Serbian statesman, Prime Minister, one of the defenders of
the Constitution, and creator of the famous "Drawings", llija
GarasSanin, along with Jovan Ristic and Nikola Pasic,
remained noted as one of the three great Serbian states-
men. He led Serbian state policy during the time of two
princes, Aleksandar Karadordevi¢ and Mihailo Obrenovic.
During his ministry, Turkish garrisons left all the fortresses
they held in Serbia, which is considered the greatest
success of Serbian diplomacy at the time.
